Koepka, who joined LIV Golf in the second tournament of
May 16-19 the inaugural 2022 season, will seek to join Jack Nicklaus
Valhalla Golf Club | Louisville, Ky. (5), Walter Hagen (5) and Tiger Woods (4) with four or
more PGA Championship titles. He’s also seeking his
third successful defense of a major, having won back-
to-back U.S. Opens in 2017-18, and back-to-back PGA
Championships in 2018-19.

‘Jyne 13-16 . Koepka’s most recent start this season was at LIV Golf
Pinehurst No. 2 | Pinehurst, N.C. Singapore, which he won by two strokes to become the first
LIV Golf player to win four individual tournament titles.

“It’s all starting to come around,” Koepka said after his
victory. “... “I like the way things are trending.”

Bryson DeChambeau was the solo leader after the first round, the first time
he had led after any round at the Masters

DeChambeau’s 7-under 65 in the opening round is his lowest score, relative
to par, in 97 career rounds in majors. “That was one of the best rounds of golf
I've played in a long time,” DeChambeau said.

DeChambeau’s T6 finish is his best result in eight career starts at Augusta
National

Tyrrell Hatton’s final-round 3-under 69 is his second sub-70 round in 28
career rounds at the Masters

Hatton’s T9 finish is his best result in eight Masters starts. “I’'m proud of how
I’'ve played for the majority of this tournament,” Hatton said.

Thanks to his top-10 finish, Hatton earned an invitation to next year’s Masters
Cameron Smith shot four rounds of par or better for the third time in eight
career starts at the Masters

Smith’s T6 is his fifth top-10 finish at Augusta National

Patrick Reed’s T12 is his fifth top-15 finish in his last seven Masters starts
Three-time Masters champion Phil Mickelson made the cut for the 28th

time in 31 Masters starts, moving him into solo fourth place for most cuts in
tournament history
